upholding the values that ensure no one is left behind and remaining open to the world.

The Cyprus Presidency will act ensure that challenges are transformed into opportunities,
and that ambition is matched with action and tangible results.

Health

Improve the daily lives of European citizens by further advancing the legislative work
that strengthens access to and availability of medical products, fostering innovation
while ensuring the affordability, accessibility, safety, and effectiveness of medical
devices, and enhancing the resilience and integration of health systems across the
EU.

Ensure new MFF strengthens Europe’s industrial base, drives innovation and skills,
supports the Union’s decarbonisation efforts, reinforces technological leadership and
long-term competitiveness.

Advance discussions on the Patent package and coordinating the EU’s positions at
the meetings of the World Intellectual Property Organisation.

Have a collaborative dialogue on the Public Procurement Directives, facilitating a
balanced and effective revision that enhances resilience, transparency, and
sustainability.
